Eligibility

Open to active SkillsUSA members
Deadline

The T-Shirt entry and the Pre-Judged Entry Form (See Appendix C) are to be mailed to the SkillsUSA Virginia Student Specialist office. The entry must be postmarked by February 1 of the current school year or other time as designated by the SkillsUSA Virginia Student Specialist.

Exhibit of Entries
T-Shirt entries may be viewed on the day of the Skill Competitions.

Pickup of Entries

T-Shirt entries must be picked up by 2 p.m. on Saturday of the State Leadership Conference.

a.
Tables, as needed

b.
Three judges

Scope of the Contest

1.
An entry shall consist of the following:

a.
Design may be hand drawn or created digitally on an 8 1/2" x 11" sheet of paper showing detailed information.

b.
The design must be mounted on 11" x 14" white board.

c.
A one-page (8 1/2" x 11") typed narrative explaining the idea behind the design and giving specifications as needed, must be mounted on the back of the board.

d.
Digital designs must have an accompanying disk and the name of the art program used.

e.
Design must be reproducible by silk screen.
2.
Designs should include the state name and current year.

3.
A Verification Form (See Appendix B) stating that the T-shirt was the original and creative work of the individual chapter member must be submitted. The form is to be signed by the student, SkillsUSA advisor, and school administrator and placed in a plain envelope on the back of the T-shirt mounting board.

4.
The full SkillsUSA emblem cannot appear on the T-shirt.

5.
Copyright laws must be followed in the design.

6.
Only one entry is allowed per SkillsUSA Virginia member.

Notification of Winner

The top five place contestants’ advisor/instructor will be notified by email by the SLC registration deadline to register the contestant for the SLC and be present on Friday at the Opening Session to receive state recognition.
