         SCOPE OF THE COMPETITION:

1. Female model’s nails will be pre applied before arrival with the proper length and shape for the planned design.

2. Time will be allowed for team setup of workspace which will consist of the end of a 3 foot by 8 foot paper covered table with two chairs.

3. Time allowed for design application – 2 hours.  If all contestants have completed their design, time will be called and final judging will take place.

4. Contestants will supply all tools necessary to achieve their desired design.

5. NO ELECTRICAL outlets or appliances will be used during the nail design competition. Battery operated fans may be used.

(Page 2- State Fair Nail Design Competition)
6. This is a Theme Fantasy Contest. Students are encouraged to demonstrate their maximum 

artistic flair and creativity.

7. The design may be applied from the tips of the nails to the elbow. 

8. Model’s nails will be prejudged to make sure of no pre-work other then the application of the nails. Nothing must be visible in the area the design will be applied, ie, tattoos, jewelry or the like.

9. Stylist will leave after time is call and workstations cleared.  Models will remain until the final judging is complete and they are told they are dismissed.

10. Stylist will take up to a one-minute, or less, presentation to the panel of judges describing the how the theme evolved and explanation of any design techniques used.

11. Theme must be presented in writing at the start of the contest. Contestant may use drawings, pictures or written description.

12. Decision of the chairperson will be FINAL!
13. DRESS CODE:  Students are required to wear the following while competing:


Black Slacks or knee length skirt



White top with sleeves, (no low cut necklines or bare midriffs)



Black low-heeled, closed toe dress shoes (no tennis shoes)



Students must present themselves with a clean, professional appearance.

  Judging Criteria

You will have 2 hours to compete nail art on all 10 nails and arms up to elbow of your model.  This is a Theme Fantasy Nail contest.  You will be judged on the following:

Creativity/Originality
The art may be any type of nail art. Any art medium may be used. No decals allowed.
Level of Applied Skills
The degree of difficulty properly executed in the design.
Attitude
Was the attitude of the contestant and model positive and professional towards the contest and other contestants?

Sanitation
Were all state sanitation rules and regulations adhered to?

Neatness of Work Station
Did the contestant and model keep the work station clean and neat, kept lids on products and discarded all used supplies and products when they we not in use?


Theme Continuity


Is the theme carried through on all ten nails and arms?

Theme must be submitted in writing at the start of contest.

Informal Presentation
Was the presentation grammatically correct, contents about theme formulation and techniques used, and was there good eye contact, proper gestures and voice qualities present? Was the presentation one minute or less? Was it done in a professional manner?


Overall Workmanship

The total overall appearance of the nails and arms.

Is the design in good taste and appealing to the audience?
