e. Welding helmet with appropriate filter plate/lens and protective cover plate/lens in a flip or slide front. Automatically darkening shields are permissible.

f. Welding helmet with appropriate filter plate/lens and protective cover plate/lens in a flip or slide front for OFC, PAC. Automatically darkening shields are permissible.

g. Spare spatter and filter lenses/plates for arc welding helmet and oxyacetylene goggles

h. Pocket calculator

i. No. 2 pencils

j. Pens

k. Soapstone with holder

l. Scribe with magnet

m. Combination square set

n. 10' (3.1 meters) steel tape measure

o. Fillet weld gauge
