SCOPE OF THE COMPETITION:


Each participant shall have electrical tools as outlined in the SkillsUSA Virginia Technical Standards.  Contestants also must bring a 2008 code book, a multi meter and a ½” EMT bender.  Each participant will need a 4’ X4’ wall section with 4 2X4 studs evenly spaced.  You may want to make a brace for them to lean against or they may work flat on a furnished table.  The wall section should look like ½ of what we use at the State Leadership Conference.  The contestants will furnish all materials.

JUDGING CRITERIA:
The contest will be divided into four areas:


Skill Wiring/Skill Pipe Bending/Trouble shooting a circuit/Written open 2008 code book test
